ESPN, citing two anonymous 
sources, reported that Favre had surgery last month to repair the torn 
biceps tendon that bothered him late last season with the New York Jets. 
Favre retired in February, but the Jets released him at his request in April 
— making him a free agent. According to the report, Favre has thrown on 
a limited basis since the surgery, but isn’t close to 100 percent. A source 
told ESPN the quarterback wouldn’t return “unless he makes signifi cant 
progress.” Minnesota said it would be interested in Favre if he comes out 
of retirement.

Lindsay Whalen had 14 points and a career-high 12 rebounds to lead

Kim 
shot a 7-under 65 to fi nish at 17-under 271, giving the 20-year-old South 
Korean player her second LPGA Tour victory along with a big boost head-
ing into the LPGA Championship next week at Bulle Rock.  In the process, 
Kim denied Pak (66) her fi rst win in two years. Michelle Wie tied for 54th 
at 4 under, following a third-round 77 with a 69. ... At Lakeway, Texas,  
Bernhard Langer became the fi rst three-time winner on the Champions 
Tour this season, closing with a 5-under 67 for a six-stroke victory over 
Mark O’Meara in the Triton Financial Classic The German star, a seven-
time winner since joining the Champions Tour late in the 2007 season, fi n-
ished at 15-under 201 on The Hills Country Club course, matching the 
tournament record set by Scott Hoch in 2007. Langer also became the 
fi rst wire-to-wire winner this year on the 50-and-over tour.  O’Meara, win-
less on the Champions Tour, shot a 70 for his third runner-up fi nish of the 
year and sixth overall, while Dana Quigley shot a 69 to end up another 
shot back. Hoch (71), Larry Mize (69) and Gene Jones (74) tied for fourth 
at 7 under. ... At Newport, Wales, Denmark’s Jeppe Huldahl won the 
Wales Open for his fi rst PGA European Tour title, fi nishing with a 4-under 
67 for a one-stroke victory over Sweden’s Niclas Fasth at Celtic Manor. 
The 26-year-old Huldahl fi nished at 9-under 275 on The Twenty Ten 
Course, the site of the 2010 Ryder Cup matches. Fasth closed with a 66. 
... A group of celebrities are coming to Connecticut to compete in a golfi ng 
long-drive competition. Participants include NFL players Lawrence Tay-
lor, Marcus Allen, Eric Dickerson, Jim McMahon and Joe Theismann; 
baseball Hall of Famers Jim Rice and Goose Gossage; former Olympian 
Bruce Jenner; and actor Mark Wahlberg. They will be teamed with pro-
fessional long-drive golfers for team competition called Big Shots Titans 
at the Tee. The professional long drivers will compete for prize money, the 
celebrities are playing for charity.  The event will be held a the Lake of Isles 
golf course at the Foxwoods Resort Casino on June 23, and will televised 
in September on FOX. 

AUTOS/F1 leader Button wins Turkish GP 
Brawn GP’s Jenson Button won the Turkish Grand Prix in Istanbul for 

his sixth victory in seven Formula One races. Button overtook pole sitter 
Sebastian Vettel on the fi rst lap following a mistake by the Red Bull driver 
and held on for a 6.7-second win over Red Bull’s Mark Webber. Button 
leads the standings with 61 points. Teammate Rubens Barrichello, who 
retired after starting third, has 35 points. Vettel has 29 and Webber 27.5. 

TRACK/Merritt bests his Hayward record 
Olympic gold medalist LaShawn Merritt bested his own Hayward 

Field record by winning the seldom-run 300 meters in 31.30 seconds in 
the Prefontaine Classic in Eugene, Ore. Merritt, who won gold in the 400 
last summer in Beijing, surpassed his own mark of 31.31 at the venerated 
track in 2006. He also topped the Prefontaine-best 32.19 set by Jason 
Rouser in 1994. The Pre, as it is known, is the last major meet in the 
United States before the national championships later this month. Kenyan 
Vivian Cheruiyot set a record on American soil when she won the 2,000 
meters in 5:31.52. She surpassed Mary Slaney’s 1984 record of 5:32.70 
in the event, which also is infrequently run. The Pre, in its 35th year, is 
named after Oregon distance runner Steve Prefontaine, an Olympian 
killed in a 1977 car accident at 24.  The meet is the fi fth and fi nal event of 
the USATF’s outdoor Visa Championship Series.
